Did you find 1, 2, or 3 o.k. to reject?   The Bible can appear to strongly support all three!    But all Christian traditions see that one of these must be rejected.   For if #1 (some end up un-reconciled) is true, then both 2 & 3 cannot be true (i.e. God wills to reconcile all,  and accomplishes His purposes). 

Countless evangelicals are convinced that either #2 or #3  is a Bible truth  that’s crucial & clear. 

About half follow the main Bible teachers of the Protestant Reformation, and see its’ central theme is #2:  that God’s sovereign power and grace fully account for why we can be assuredly saved, since God overcomes our resistant unbelief.    But they reject #3, believing that in order to maximize His glory, God chooses to place his redemptive love and salvation only upon some undeserving sinners.   

Yet,  a majority (Arminians)  see #3 as the Bible’s main theme:  God’s universal love and pursuit of saving all.   But they reject #2,  believing that human freedom means that God is thwarted forever from achieving God’s redemptive aim.   Thus, both evangelical interpretations  agree only on #1:    that God’s plan ends  without His love and power victoriously overcoming all of humanity’s sin.

But since either #2 or #3  appears plain and paramount to millions of Bible believers,  is it justified    to reject either affirmation?    Many Bible teachers in the early church found both themes #2 & #3 emphasized by evangelicals  to be compelling central Bible truths.    This rare view perceives that both God’s power and love  will triumph  in being able to ultimately bring all to true repentance.   

Such a triumph would make #1 a conclusion to be examined:  that for much of God’s offspring, His wrath will dominate the final reality,  and His grace will not in fact prove to be greater than their sin.   But early church teachers observed that the Bible  never called God’s judgments hopeless  or ‘final,’ but instead often appears to promise the ultimate reconciliation of all.    So they concluded that God has the ability to bring the genuine faith and change  that is essential to God’s redemptive purpose.   Since our deepest need can only be met in the God who designed us, they believed that no one can forever sanely resist or defeat the unlimited resources of his redemptive love, power, & enablement.  

Christians graciously accept  those who deny either #2  (God’s effectiveness  in saving those God seeks),  or #3 (that God redemptively loves everyone)!    So, should they assume that it’s heretical to affirm both #2 and #3, but not #1?   Would questioning #1  be worse than denying #2 or #3?   Those finding the Bible doesn’t limit God’s love, nor his effective power have no choice but to question #1.
The deciding question is, “Are passages suggesting #1’s permanent damnation stronger or weaker  than those supporting #2 and #3?”      Is it possible that denying #2 or #3 could involve rejecting    the clearest affirmations of Scripture?      For it appears that “hell”  is mostly defined in parables   and passages full of symbolism and hyperbole  whose language is difficult to interpret.     But the themes of #2 and #3  are set forth in systematic teaching passages  with the plainest language.  

Questions:  Which would least endanger the Bible’s affirmations about God: challenging 1, 2, or 3?  Is it risky to limit God’s power or love,  doubting his effective ability or very will to ultimately keep sinners like us from judgment?     Can it be that denying either #2 or #3 would most diminish God’s glorious character and victory?     Since most reject #1, #2, or #3,  would not the most charitable approach  be for Christians to welcome  all who sincerely affirm any two of these three beliefs?
